Course description Glal) Cia

Family medicine is a relatively new area of specialization which evolved in the 1960s in the UK and USA as a felt
need in personal health care. Humanistic approaches to health of the whole family, broad-based care of the
person rather than focusing on the disease, and improvement of quality of life are some pertinent concerns of
the discipline. The family physician now functions as the core of the health care system in many countries.

Family medicine is defined as that specialty of medicine which is concerned with providing comprehensive care
to individuals and families and integrating biomedical, behavioral and social sciences. As an academic
discipline, it includes comprehensive health care services, education and research. A family doctor is a
physician who is a specialist trained to provide health care services for all individuals, regardless of age, sex or
type of health problem. A family doctor provides primary and continuing care for entire families within their
communities; addresses physical, psychological and social problems; and coordinates comprehensive health
care services with other specialists as needed. Family doctors may also be known as family physicians or
general practitioners, depending on the location of practice.

This course is a for four weeks of clinical training that will cover family medicine involving the training of
students to provide comprehensive medical care for all family members utilizing available resources and
consultative services with the aim to reach to a quality care. The course also covers subjects related to
community health including environmental health, school health, immunization programs as well as medical
records and medical informatics.

During this rotation you will be exposed to different health problems commonly seen by family doctors. Student
role includes communication with patients, physical examination and active participation in the management
plan.
