SECOND: PROFESSIONAL INFORMATION

Ophthalmology course isa two-week rotation designed to provide 5% year medical

students with knowledge of common ophthalmic diseases and emergencies that are
commonly encountered during general medical practice and how to manage common ocular
emergencies.
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During this course, the students are expected to attend daily clinics and participate in seeing
patients under supervision of attending ophthalmologists to demonstrate clinical signs of
common eye diseases. Interactive seminars on common ophthalmic diseases and emergencies
are held on Sunday and Monday of first week in the morning. By the end of the course, the
student should be familiar with basics in ophthalmology andbe able to
demonstrate knowledge of common ophthalmic disorders and emergencies.

This course is aimed to:
1. Provide core knowledge appropriate to 5" year medical students.
2. Teach students how to approach patients and take good history and physical examination
3. Provide students with ability to diagnose common eye diseases and to demonstrate basic skills
in examination and management of emergency cases in Ophthalmology
4. Encourage students to demonstrate good ethical attitude and approach to patients
